Other information that we need include: 
· Information on vehicles and the skis that each are towing 
· Which riders need to rent EPIRB’s 
· Accommodation requirements for each team -  who you want sleeping where! 
 

Erin will be contacting you shortly to obtain this information, so please have a think 
about the above. 
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There has been a slight change to the way accommodation is booked this year, with the Variety Of-
fice negotiating and handling all bookings to ensure the best rate possible for all participants. The 
cost for accommodation per person will be included in the total provisions levies.  
 
Rooms will be allocated by Variety, and we will need some assistance from you. The accommodation 
will be allocated via discussions with each team to ensure that everyone is comfortable with their 
rooming situations.  
 
Erin will be contacting each team to obtain the team configuration lists and once the accommodation 
has been allocated, each participant will be sent a detailed itinerary of where they are staying and 
who they are sharing with.  
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Accommodation has been booked for you for each night - starting Sunday 18th April, and finishing on 
Saturday 24th April (inclusive) - seven nights in total. 
 
If anyone would like to book one or two extra nights at the beginning or end of the Trek, please let 
Erin know and she will book you all in and let you know the extra costs associated.  
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Over the past few weeks, in consultation with the committee, we have decided to slightly alter the 
planned itinerary due to logistical issues involving ferry times and car transportation.  
 
The NEW Itinerary is as follows:

Now with only having one night at Tangalooma, we won’t need to take any vehicles across to the 
island at all and we will be leaving them all at Bribie Island under 24 hour security.  
 
You will need to pack any luggage you need on this night into your ski, and this will be the prime 
opportunity to double up with your road crew to take the short trip over to the island. Boat transpor-
tation will also be available for anyone not wanting to double up for this trip. 
 
On our return from Tangalooma, all PWC riders and boats will come back to Bribie Island to deliver 
road crew, and then head down the coast to the new overnight stop at Sea World. 
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We’re not far off having the provisions levy for 
the 2010 Jet Trek finalised and as soon as I 
have any information on this we will be sure to 
let everyone know.  
 
Currently we are estimating that the provisions 
will be around the $900 mark, which will include 
all meals (as detailed in the Itinerary section ear-
lier) and all accommodation (seven nights).  
 
Please keep your eyes peeled in the coming 
weeks for the final figure.

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We have a film crew joining us again this 
year, to capture your antics and adven-
tures on water. 
 
Be sure to shine those skis and hone 
those skills so they have some great foot-
age to capture and add to the doco!!! 
 
Quirky team themes and costumes also 
add to the fun and colour on the doco, so 
have a think about the below theme 
nights! 
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Please take note of the minimum safety gear re-
quirements for all PWC’s entered in this years Jet 
Trek: 
 

· V Sheet 
· Flares - two red and two orange hand held 

smoke flares (make sure you check the  
 expiry date) 
· EPIRB 
· Signalling device - mirror or similar 
· Ride smart label 
· PFD type 2 life jacket 
· Sufficient anchor with at least 27m of rope 
· At least one oar or paddle (may be  
 telescopic) 
· Tow rope at least 17m long, with snap shackle 

at each end - can also double as an anchor 
· One compass - fixed or portable 
· Drinking water 
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Current legislation requires that any vessel 
including PWC’s operating beyond smooth 
and partially smooth waters must carry an 
Emergency Positioning Indicating Radio  
Beacon (EPIRB) if more than 2 nautical 
miles from land.  Search and Rescue opera-
tions for PWC’s is made more complicated 
due to the relative smaller size of the vessel  
compared to a large boat or aluminium boat.  
Variety Queensland requests that all PWC  
entrants carry a personal EPIRB throughout 
the event in case of an emergency.   
 
If you do not own an EPIRB, you will be able 
to rent one through us - which will be sup-
plied at registration in Bargara. We will need 
to know numbers however, so if you need to 
rent an EPIRB please ensure you let the  
office know. The cost will be $45 to rent for 
the week  
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In addition to the minimum safety gear requirements for all 
PWC’s, below are a list of suggestions for all on water 
crew, simple things that will help make your Jet Trek ex-
perience all the better… 
 
· Quality water type eye protection (plan for rough 

seas) 
· Sunscreen 
· Zinc 
· Lip Balm 
· Hat (with lanyard) 
· Gloves 
· Booties 
· Pain relief 
· Some snack type food 
· Vasoline 
· A great attitude!!!!!! 
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It is recommended that all cars 
should have a 2 way radio  in the 
car. This is so you can keep in 
contact with the other Jet Trek ve-
hicles around you, in particular OV 
1, who will have contact with on 
water crew via the VHF’s.  
 
Sunscreen, pain relief, some 
snack type foods and a great  
attitude wouldn’t go astray either!!! 
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All refueling for the Jet Trek will either happen on dry land or at Marina’s with re-fueling capabili-
ties as our event permit dictates that there is to be no refueling on water unless emergency rea-
sons dictate.  
 
The trip for 2010 shouldn’t require any extra fuel to be carried on water, however if you choose to 
do so, it is required  that the jerry cans that you use are BLACK HEAVY DUTY ones. This type 
are less condusive to splitting and leaking fuel. These jerry cans should be secured in a way that 
cuts out all risk of rupture, so either in the front compartment or secured safely to the back of the 
ski. Please note that all of the long days have lunch time refuel locations from jerry cans that can 
be carried by your road crew.  
 
Due to the increased number of the PWC’s this year, our boat ramps are going to be busy and 
we will need to ensure that we are efficient in the launching of the skis. There will be officials at 
the ramps to maintain control, and anyone who is not good at reversing should let someone who 
is do so for them. The boat ramp in the mornings is not the time to be practising your reversing 
skills.  
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At registration in Bargara at the start of the Jet 
Trek, each of the road crew will be given a ‘Bible’ 
which will provide them with addresses and 
maps of each day’s boat ramps, meal locations 
and accommodation addresses. Also included 
will be daily timings and refueling requirements.  
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Sunday 18th April is our Registration day for 
the Jet Trek, and this will be up in Bargara 
(further details will be circulated shortly).  
 

Each participant will need to come and check 
in to the event, sign some paperwork, pay 
any outstanding levies, hand in any extra 
cheques or fundraising, collect merchandise 
and event info. 
 

PWC riders will also need to get their skis 
scrutineered by Bruno or Jonesy. The Scruti-
neering form will be available on the web 
shortly.
