Requirements for each 
entrant 
 
�   All persons participating in the vent must be over 
the age of 18. 

�   The event is for single riders at any one time, 
although teams can interchange riders per leg or 
daily. 

�   Your PWC must be newer then a 2003 model, be 
of the sit down style and capable of riding comfortably 
in two metres plus sea conditions. 

�   Your PWC’s fuel capacity and extra fuel carried on 
board must be at least 80 litres.  

�   Your craft must be in perfect seaworthy condition 
and pass certified dealer inspection. 

�   All craft must be fitted with a Queensland Transport 
Ride Smart sticker and have a current registration 
displaying numbers. 

�   All riders that are Queensland residents must have 
a new PWC license or standard speed boat license 
that meets Queensland Transport requirements for 
interstate riders. 

�   All craft must be covered by Third Party Public 
Liability and Property Damage as the minimum level 
of insurance. Certificates must be faxed to Erin 
Waites by 31 January 2009.
